· Proposals for next fall will be accepted beginning in August

· Boys and Girls Lacrosse are very interested in lighting as are Field Hockey, Soccer and Football

· The sports that would benefit from the lighting could possibly make a larger donation to get us started; might make the town take more interest in securing a grant for us

· Members who join (for $20) will be added to monthly Minutes distribution list
CONCESSIONS:  Concessions Committee 

· Spring lottery for concessions was held from 6-7 prior to tonight’s booster club meeting
· People are feeling nervous about taking on such a big endeavor

· Wrestling Boosters: Sectionals Concessions Review:

· Overbought for Sectionals

· Had more food than needed

· Found setting up concessions to be a pain but handy during the event

· Not difficult to run
· Cafeteria staff is more than helpful

· Admissions sales $4400, so around 1,000 people came but a lot more also volunteered

· The stands were full but not packed, worked out well

· Tables were full most of the time

· Lots of volunteers

· Friday 2:30-10:30pm; Saturday 7:30am-11pm

· Not easy, but (Sectional concessions) can be done!

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR:  Pete Shambo
· Facility question posed by Tom VanThof, “Can PHS rent out the facility?”

· Yes, however, the district has not established a fee for turf field yet

· Need to establish a standard fee (i.e. $150 per hour)

· Pete coordinates all summer camps with Mike Fusare

· Penfield Recreation books the rest of the summer

· End of the first week of August, the Town turns the fields back over to Pete

· The facilities project is working in the “punch list” stage

· Gym still needs some asbestos removal

· Still need a sound system in press box outside

· Let Pete know if you see something not done yet

· Project is scheduled to be finished in September

· Ice hockey is doing great as is Men’s and Women’s basketball, swimming and diving, Nordic, Alpine, Bowling, Cheerleading, Indoor Track – lots of great seasons in progress

· Wrestling hosted and won AA wrestling Sectionals (first time hosting)

· Great group of Boosters to work with from wrestling
· Wednesday night is the Spring coach’s meeting

· Board of Education Meeting on 23rd 
· Budget breaks down cost per athlete

· It is tough to keep costs down for some sports, such as ice hockey

· Of current population in grades 7-12::

· 75% on average of eligible population has taken advantage of at least one sport each year

· .83% of total school budget

· Have asked for a cut of 5% of materials cost from the budget

· Pete will press back to not do this

· What would it cost to do lights on the field? 
· Quotes requested from:

· Campus Construction

· Musco Lighting (did Town Hall and Spencerport) 
· Approximately $500,000 estimate to do the fields

· “Green Lighting” should not illuminate neighboring backyards

· Seeking out politicians to help

· Musco/grants – cannot be generated by the school; must be generated by the Town

· We generate electricity here and actually sell back to RG&E

· If we do get the lights, with current technology, Pete will be able to turn the lights on or off from his cell phone with a code.

· Pete has posted the position for the weight room coach and currently has received 5 applications; deadline for submission of application is Friday.

· Jen Parton and Mary Beth Walker will also sit on the selection committee

· Nearing the end of the season, so Pete anticipates complaints will be coming out soon regarding playing time, etc.
