Meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES:
· Motion to accept May minutes was made by Mary Holleran
· Motion seconded by Debbie Lynd
· All in favor

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR:  Pete Shambo 

· Pete is composing a punch list for construction with “done” and “not done” items.  He has listed press box molding and a phone line to the concession stand as not done, among other items.  He asked the group to email him with anything they are aware of that is incomplete or needing attention, so that he can add to the list

· Pete noted that the MVP/MIP celebration was held today, and Tom Van Thof and Beth Gawronski were recognized for their service to the global booster club.

· Pete met with Mr. Carlevotti, and he has been asked to provide the school board with regular reports.

· Pete discussed the process for hiring coaches.  

· Job posted in the D&C if no internal candidates

· The state has hiring guidelines that must be adhered to.  First preference is given to gym teachers, followed by certified teachers, then lay people with coaching licenses, and lastly lay people who are in the process of acquiring a coaching license who have completed CPR and the AED
· The expectation is high for coaches, who receive 3 months pay for what is in reality 12 months work
· Pete does not work by committee in the hiring process as he has 23 years of experience, knows the community expectations for all programs, and is ultimately responsible for the coaching staff.  He is open to input.

· Mr. Buddington and the Bay Trail PTA are interested in taking an active role in the booster club activities.
· The Fall parent meeting will again be held in the auditorium with several guest speakers; someone from the guidance office who will speak about the NCAA clearing house, and Warner Cleveland from Rush Henrietta, who is an entertaining and motivational speaker.
· Pete is available Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday throughout the summer.  He does take vacation on Mondays and Fridays.  Feel free to leave him voice mails or emails at any time.

· The Spring season concluded with many successes.  The fields have been turned over to Penfield Recreation, as of June 10.

· Bruce Hegland, the district’s strength and conditioning coach, is available to work with any team on agility training, speed camp, strength camp, “girls only” training, etc.  Pete met with all coaches to encourage them to take advantage of this program.  Bruce is available year-round.  Kids can go to him individually, but Pete highly encourages teams to utilize Bruce.

· The weight room is open all summer from 6am – 9pm, and anyone is welcome.  

· The sound system is workable, but not complete.  The track side is up and running.  A technician was recently working on the system and made great progress, but a target date for completion has not been identified.

· Headsets have been purchased by the football booster club.

· Tom chaired his last meeting today.  He thanked everyone for their dedication over the last seven years.  He is proud of all the work that has been accomplished on the facilities, and believes that it is an important school and community asset.  He hopes to continue to make progress on the brick path.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Chuck Fogle

· Chuck read and distributed the procedure for check requests.
· Chuck read and distributed the letter from the outside CPA who audited the PPSBC.  
· Our CPA will be forced to issue an adverse opinion if the situation is not rectified by groups submitting their accounting documentation that ran outside of Boosters. This is due to a substantial underreporting of revenue and expenses by several of the teams.

· Chuck has requested all account records from 7/1/07 to present from any program that has handled funds outside of the process set up by the PPSBC.  The deadline for receipt of this information is June 30, 2010.

· Any teams not in compliance with this request by June 30 will be banned from participation with the global booster club, and all fundraising efforts will be disallowed.  

· Pete clarified that any money raised by a team belongs to that team, and no direction is provided as to how teams spend their funds.

· Chuck reinforced the gravity of the situation, explaining that if it is not corrected, it jeopardizes the standing of the entire global booster club.

· Chuck and Pete noted that all teams who are not in compliance have been notified and are cooperating.
