Meeting was called to order at 7:35 PM

REVIEW OF MINUTES:

· Joanne Squilla motioned

· Patty Vermilion seconded

· Minutes accepted

OFFICER’S REPORTS:

PRESIDENT:  Tom VanThof  - previous commitment, Pete ran meeting, Tom arrived later

· No report - Sue D., Patty V., and Pete delivered all information with regard to the golf tournament

VICE PRESIDENT:  Mick Schoenberger 

·  Feels his responsibility as VP has become that of webmaster

· Don Hoyler suggested that we should take advantage of the email addresses available through the website and that the officers may want to consider an email address by which people can email us directly about Boosters.

· Mick received an email from an alumnus, Jennifer Ipolito, who would like to send in a donation and become a member, as well as purchase a SCRIP card.

· Anyone wanting to send a donation to global boosters should send it to the Global Booster mailing address, which can be found by clicking on the membership form and finding it within that document. 

SECRETARY:  Deb Weigand 

· Spoke with Karin Wilson prior to the meeting and passed on information from Karin

· Karin looked into getting a copy of the plans for the facilities project

· Someone from the architectural firm will come to April or May’s global meeting to share information and answer questions.

TREASURER:  Chuck Fogle 

· Distributed financial statements asking everyone to check for accuracy

· Please give Chuck the benefit of time rather than rush requests

· Chuck needs to be given as much notice as possible to get payments sent out

· Do not drop off check requests at school, mail them to his home, which has been working very well so far this year

· Get questions or information to him via work email rather than home email

· IRS sent a letter informing Chuck that we have to re-apply to be a tax-exempt organization

· Family First has offered to do business with us and asked if we would allow them to be our new banker.

· We will receive $25 bonus for new business we bring to them

· Time for switching over will be best at start of new school year

· It will be discussed at the June meeting and transitioned over during the summer. 

STUDENT REP:  Matt Plakosh  - not present

COMMITTEE CHAIR REPORTS:

CONCESSIONS:  Marie Mahany, Barb Babiarz, and Anand Choudri 

· Barb not doing softball concessions

· No lacrosse, no tennis concessions

· If track has two home meets as scheduled, then they may do concessions

· Over $9000 in concessions were sold 

· Only Gatorade, water, and soda left

· Pete asked for input from Barb and the other chairs of the concession committee regarding the indoor and outdoor facility needs for concessions for the facilities project

· Sue Perrone and Dave Miran asked to be on this committee as well.

FUNDRAISING:  Patty Vermilion and Sue DelPozzo 

· Patty reported that we have officially abandoned the Gold Card fundraiser for fall.

· The Golf Tournament will be the big fundraiser

· Want a hole sponsor for every hole – see Mary Lou Meng

· $100 to be a hole sponsor, $75 if you renew

· $25 to make the sign so can save by renewing

· Wants to make sure we are aware that her youngest graduates this year and so someone else will need to step in.

· Sue reported that we have a committee formed for the Golf Tournament and have met once already.

· Will be Friday, August 3 at Eagle Vale beginning at 12 noon, and not Monday, August 6 as stated in the February minutes

· Talk of doing something after the tournament

· Need more people and committees to do various jobs

· $400/foursome - coaches and reps having first dibs and then will be opened up to anyone

· Pete willing to put energy into planning poker tournament following the golf tournament

· All proceeds will go to global booster

· Other fundraising idea having Casino Night following the gold tournament

· Pete thought that a Casino Night would take more time and organization than we have available now

· The idea of it would be to involve more people than would be interested in playing golf.

· Pay flat rate, get so many chips, as you get more chips throughout the evening you get a raffle ticket for every so many chips

· Would need another committee that would focus on soliciting prizes for the end of the evening.

· Sue Perrone suggested that if the poker tournament is simpler and easier, then do that after the golf tournament and do a full-blown Casino Night perhaps next spring where we could raise as much as $40,000 - $50,000.

· Pete suggested we table this issue until later

MEMBERSHIP:  Kathy Meyer and Marilina Shaughnessy (not present)

· Currently have 152 membership families

· Not all the global reps are actually members

· Jim Howe motioned to raise membership fee to $20, Dave Miran seconded, we voted, and all are in favor of raising the fee to $20

FACILITIES:  Jim Howe

· Has no facilities requests

· Pete brought the PTSA grant committee cover page

· This committee is looking for grant proposals up to $1200 with $27,000 available

· Sue D. believes they are not interested in looking at any proposals for sports related items

· Pete would like to submit a proposal to the facilities committee for a portable sound system which would cost about $2180

· The sound system includes a CD player, wireless microphone, and 12 hour battery pack, among other features

· This system is designed for outdoor use

· Many sports would benefit from this system.

ATHLETIC DIRECTOR:  Pete Shambo

· Pete had the opportunity to speak with the architects.

· Saw 3D images of the future facilities

· Current talk from architects is that the plans will not be ready until spring 2008

· SED will not approve just a part of the plan, but only the entire plan as a whole 

· Dr. Gray says this is an unacceptable time-frame

· Winter sports are all completed

· Currently having end-of-season meetings with the coaches

· Explained the process he goes through evaluating a coach’s performance and any necessary steps needed to be taken

· Pete does the hiring of all coaches

OLD BUSINESS:

· Pete said BOCES would be coming to the parent/athlete meeting, paid for by the school.

· Global will wait and determine how to support sports needing an interpreter on an as needed basis

· Pete can help with contacts for interpreters for various sporting events, but would like the dates as early as possible

· Sue P. gave an update on the Red Army T-shirts sold to raise money for Emily Christopher.

· There are 84 left and will be closing it out, perhaps selling them at cost in the bookstore.

· Jim Howe reported that $35,000 was raised

· The Christopher’s would like no more publicity

NEW BUSINESS:

· Sue D. announced that there will be a meeting for the golf tournament committee just prior to the next global booster club meeting on Monday, April 16 from 6:45 – 7:30 in room A-1
